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We, Prutha Patel and Tarang Gidwani, T.Y. students of R.J.
Tibrewal Commerce College, participated in a National Conference
organized by the Centre of Excellence — School of Law, Gujarat
University, where we presented our research paper titled “Mental Well-
Being as an Enabler of Innovation.” Through our research, we explored
how mental well-being plays a crucial role in fostering creativity,
resilience, and entrepreneurial thinking, particularly within the
evolving start-up ecosystem. Our paper highlighted that innovation is
not driven only by technology or resources but also by a healthy and
balanced mind-set that enables individuals to think creatively and
adapt to challenges. Presenting our work at a national academic
platform allowed us to contribute to meaningful discussions on the
relationship between mental well-being and innovation.

Every year brings new lessons for students, but some lessons are not found in textbooks. They are
discovered on village roads, in busy markets, in quiet old-age homes, and in the smiles of people whose
lives are touched by simple acts of kindness. The year 2025-26 became one such meaningful journey for
the NSS volunteers who lived the true spirit of the NSS motto, “Not Me, But You.”

Throughout the year, volunteers stepped outside the boundaries of classrooms and entered the real
world where service, empathy and responsibility became their greatest teachers. What unfolded was not
just a list of activities but a journey of learning, compassion and community engagement.

BRINGING GREEN HOPE TO A CONCRETE CITY

In a time when cities are increasingly turning into landscapes of cement and concrete, the volunteers
decided to bring back a touch of green. Saplings were planted in grow bags and distributed to homes and
residential societies across the city.

Each plant symbolized hope and responsibility. Volunteers encouraged families to nurture these
plants, reminding everyone that protecting the environment begins with small, everyday actions.

A STEP TOWARDS A PLASTIC-FREE SOCIETY

Environmental awareness also led the volunteers to take up the challenge of reducing plastic waste.
With patience and teamwork, they prepared thousands of brown paper bags which were later distributed
to local traders and shopkeepers.

Clothes, food and essential items were distributed, but more importantly, these moments helped bridge
social gaps. The celebrations became reminders that the real joy of any festival lies in sharing happiness
with others.

MOMENTS OF WARMTH AT THE OLD AGE HOME

One of the most touching experiences for the volunteers was spending time with residents of an old
age home that had limited resources. Conversations, laughter and simple companionship created
moments of warmth for the elderly.

Volunteers also ensured that essential items needed for their daily lives were provided. For many
students, these visits were deeply emotional and helped them understand the importance of compassion
and respect for the older generation.

INSPIRING YOUNG MINDS IN SCHOOLS

The volunteers also visited government primary schools where they interacted with young children
and encouraged them to take their studies seriously. Through activities, conversations and motivation,
they tried to inspire curiosity and confidence among the students.

For many villagers who have limited access to healthcare facilities, these camps provided timely
medical assistance and reassurance.

A GIFT OF LIFE: THE BLOOD DONATION DRIVE

Among the most inspiring activities of the year was the blood donation camp organized by the NSS
unit. The response from the youth was overwhelming.

A total of 79 bags of blood were collected, and significantly, 58 donors donated blood for the very
first time. For many volunteers, this moment became a powerful realization that a small act can save lives.

Myself Megh, and | am a dedicated bird and
animal rescuer committed to being a voice for the
voiceless and providing a second chance at life for
injured creatures. Every life matters, and | am devoted to
helping them thrive. | believe in giving every animal a
fighting chance at a better life. Now, let us listen to the call
of our feathered friends.

As the winter chill fades and the sun charts its
northward journey, Gujarat bursts into the vibrant colours
of Uttarayan. The sky fills with kites dancing in the wind,
chants of “Kai Po Che!” echo through neighbourhoods,
and the air hums with excitement. But amid this festive
frenzy, a darker side lurks: injured birds plummeting to
the ground, entangled in monofilament strings coated
with deadly glass. This Uttarayan, let us redefine
celebration—not just by flying kites, but by saving lives.

The very nature of humans is love and compassion,
and this compassion should not only be for humans but
also for nature, including its flora and fauna. Let us not
forget to speak the language of love with our silent
creatures. During Uttarayan, especially, we should listen
to the call of our feathered friends. We cheer and enjoy
flying kites, but we forget that some wings cannot fly
anymore. Many birds get severely injured, and some
even breathe their last breath. As humans, we should not
be careless in our celebrations.
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Currently, | am working with Jivdaya Charitable
Trust, and in the year 2026, around 4,000 birds were
injured during Uttarayan. These included pigeons, kites,
eagles, ibis, sparrows, koels, parrots, mynas, rosy
starlings, painted storks, and many more species. All
these birds came to our trust for treatment. Many of them
were operated on and were able to fly again. However,
on the other side, some were never able to fly again, and
sadly, some lost their lives because of glass-coated
strings or Chinese manja, which is non-biodegradable
and causes severe injuries to these voiceless creatures.

This is not about stopping kite flying, but about
taking precautions. We can make a difference by using
safe strings, avoiding kite flying early in the morning and
late in the evening when birds are most active, supporting
local rescue groups that help injured birds, safely
disposing of used kite strings so they do not become
traps, and spreading awareness about the dangers these
strings pose to wildlife. By doing this, we can directly
protect our feathered friends during the festive season.

As college students, we represent the future. The
choices we make today shape the festivals of tomorrow.
Let our Uttarayan be remembered not only for colourful
skies but also for compassionate hearts. Sometimes, a
small act of kindness can give a second life to these
voiceless creatures. So always be kind to them and
become a voice for the voiceless.

Not to mention, it also led to me securing 2nd rank
at Gujarat University in my 1st semester! This kind of
academic validation does push you to put a little extra
effort into your degree.
